On November 7, 2000 the Muskegon Heritage
Association completed the purchase of the Zemke House
located a1 504 W, Clay Avenue. This home is immediately
east of the Firebarn Museum (C. H. Hackley Hose No. 2,
S10W. Clay Avenue). Funding for this acquisition was in
partnership with Hackley Heritage Association.

Tentative plans for the house is to provide the Heritage
Village visitor with a site that depicts how the average
worker lived in Muskegon during the early 20th century,
Tust a block south is the Hackley and Hume Historie Site,
The Hackley House, built in | 888, is a very ornate three
story mansion. Next door, so to speak, is the Hume House,
(also built 1n 1888) less omate and really constructed as a
“family” home, for they had seven children. Therelore the
village visitor will be able to compare life styles by visiting
the two sites,

This article is to introduce some (certainly not all) of the
citizens that lived at 504 W, Clay. [tis possible that this
structure was once located on land that became Hackley
Park for a number of homes were purchased by C. H.
Hackley and moved to make way for the new park.,
