2. Avoid destruction of distinguishing
original gqualities of a building.

3. Don't creale an earlier appearance

4. Recognize and respect chenges (o a
structure that have occurred over a penod
of time

5. Treat distinctive architectural features
with respact

6. Repair rather than replace deteriorating
architectural features.

7. Cleaning gtructure properly.

8 Protect archaeclogical resources.

9, Using compatibla contemparary design
for additions.

10, Designing new additians which are
removed, retain lhe essential integrity of
tha structure.
