Did you know of the 140 bridges
originally listed in the Historic
Bridges Inventory in 1986 as being
historically significant by Michigan
Department of Transportation,
meore than half have disappeared or
will be replaced by the tumn of the
century?

The historically significant of the
Ottawa 5t bridge was brought to
the attention of local preservationist
by history buff, Eric Buckley a
couple a years back.

The importance of saving this
structure was brought before the
Historic District Commission of the
City of Muskegon.

At last the survival of this bridge
seems to be assured because of the
bike path now being planned along
the Lakeshore and its need to cross

the river. It also appears the city
will be working to place this
historic brnidge on the National
Register.
