benefits:

Existing buildings represent large

enerqy investments in materials and

construction.

— Rehabilitating those existing
buildings requires much less energy
than constructing equivalent new
buildings

— The rehabilitation and operation of
existing buildings result in a net
savings compared to their demalition
and the construction and operation
of a new building.
