The Muskegon Heritags Association is looking for histerical homes in the Muskegon area,
Rex Sheathaim, Chairman of the Historic Home Plague Committes and agtive MHA board
member, says the assacalion wanis to give recognition to homas built befere 1925, and have
1o maet the follawing Muskegon Heritage Homes plague awards quidelines.

SELECTION OF CANDIDATES FOR EVALUATION:

1. Any individual may recommend a siructure for designatian.

2 A homeowner may request designation of their own propery.

3, Tenants may nominale their house, but the property owner must apprave in writing

4. Muskegon Heritage Association members may nominate for designation.

EVALUATION PROCEDURE:

1. Prgperty must lie within the boundaries of the City of Muskegan.

2. In accordance with the Mational Trust for Histaric Preservation rules, built before 1025,

3. House and other buildings must be well mainiained.

a, Basic architeciure must be retained, Use of aluminumiviny! siding, awnings or Z-
brickfasphalt siding is discouraged.

b. Painl must be in good repair with two colors recommended te highlight the style cf
architecture.

¢. Roof must be well maintained and consistent with the architecturs of the structura.
d. Landscaping and grounds must be well maintained but not obscura the
architecture of the structure.

e, Masonry work must be in goed repair.

{. Thare can be no accessories that detract from the appearance of the home.
{Additional reems, or add-on structures detracting from the basic architectura )

ON-GOING PROCEDURE:

1. Pariodic re-evaluation will take place by the MHA Board.

2. i a structure falls out of compliance, a letter will be sent listing those itams that need 10

ba correctad.

3. If the problams are not corrected within a reasonable time the plagua will be re moved.

Plaques always remain the properly of MHA.

4. If the properly does not qualily, reasons will be listed an the evaluation checklist,

5. Plagues will bo awarded at the annual mesting of the Muskegen Heritage Assocation.
The MHA Board plans 1o award the plagues during Mational Histaric Preservation Week,
annually every May.

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HISTORIC BUILDINGS
REDEDICATED

To commamarate the Sesquicentennial
celebration of Muskegon, the Muskecon
Heritage Association recenily rededicaled
two buildings on May 12, 1987, in honor of
the Matlenal Histeric Preservation Week
recognized May 10-16 1his year.

The restored buildings are the J.B.
MeCracken Building (Lakeview Hotel), and
the Hathaway Building, which includes the
former Kruger Basber Shop that closed in
1878. The restored old barbershop is now
the office of Hooker, Dedong & Bosma
Architects. The MHA office previously was
located in the Lakeview Hotel until 3 years
ago, when we moved into our new
surroundings al the Hathaway Building next
door. The "Bulzomi Studio Hair" currently
occupies space in the J.BE. M¢Cracken
Building. They are the lirst commercial
enterprise in the Lakeview Holel since it
closed in 1974-75.

The Hathaway Building is nct anly homa
tor the MHA, bul also for the Graat
Lumbartown Music Festival and tha
Muskegon Railread Society.

Muskegon Mayor Daniel Oglasby was on
hand for the rededication festivities and
officiated the coramony. Within tha
upcoming months, commemorative plaques
will ba affixed te the buildings 1o
acknowledge the Sesquicantennial year.
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
