The scorching hot
branding iron sizzled a souvenir imprint of
"Lumbertown Music Festival” into the
shingles coming off the antique shingle mill.
Dan's wite Ruth helped to sall the various
blacksmith arifacts made at his century-old
forge. Crowds watched intently as ha heated
steal bar stock to farm triangles, ladles and
fireplace tools, in addition to a unique ram’s
head dinner bell.
