EARLY HISTORY

1830

In 1671 an envov of the French
King met the Indians at Sault St Marn

and solemnly took formal possession of

evervihing from Montreal west

In 175% Montcalm, the French
General. was defeated and killed and
Quebee was captured by the Brinsh. In
1763 Canada, which then cluded
Michigan and the Northwest, was ceded
to Great Britan, and for eleven years
Michigan, like the rest of the wermion.
was under military rule

In 1774 Michigan was made a
constituted part of the Province of
Quebee. and a ieutenant governor was
appomted at Detrant

In 1783 1t became a portion of the
United States, whose mdependence was
recognised

In Julv. 1796 possession ol the
termtory was given by the Britsh [t was
now organized as a part of the northwest
termtory,  Gen. Austin St Clar,
Gaovernor, 1770 Wasvne County now
was organized The Northwest Territory
consisted of all Michigan. northern
Olno. part of hnos and Wisconsm,
with the capital at Cincimnati

April 30, 1802, Michigan became
part of the territory of Indiana, Gen W
H Harrison ( Tippecanoe) Governor

In 1805 Michigan was organized as
a terrony. General Wme Hull first
Lovernor,

Aug. 17, 1812, Hull surrendercd
Detren to the Briush, but Oct. 13,1813
Cien Cass recaprured it

In 1836 Kent County was organized
with Cheton, foma and Otawa Counties
attached At this time Chtaswa ol course

included  Muskegon 1837 Ouawa
County was organized with three towns,
Ouwawa, Talmadge and Muskegon. 1838
the State road from Grand Ramds w0
Muskegon was commenced. and agan in
1845 work was done on the roads 1o
Muskegon River, and to Muskegon
Lake. In 1846 Dalton was attached o
Mushegon, i 1849 Ravenna  was
orgamzed. in 1832 Casnovia, and n
1853 Norton

June 13, 1836, Michigan became a
State, and January 27, 1837, she was
fullv adnuited

In 1821 the Indian ulle south of
Crand River was extingmished by treaty

Up to 1817 Wavne County had all
of Michigan under ns junsdiction. In
that vear Monroe County was formed.

Clair, 1821, Lenavee and Chippowa.
1826 Cass and St Joseph, 1829,
kalamaroo. 18300 Owawa, 18360
Muskegon, 18349
