FRI., DEC. 18, 1B91 - A heavy
Snowsterm would boem things in the
heliday shopping lina.

MON., DEC 21, 1891 - Looks like
rain. Snow storms would be a luxury. Santa
Claus geoing around (Muskegon) on
C!'I_H;;SII'HEIS Day in a buggy. How would that
Suik:

TUE., DEC. 22, 1891 - Rain storm
last night. It looks as if Santa Claus will
taboo sleighs and skates as Christmas

gifts. Schools close tomorrow for the
haliday vacation.

WED., BEC, 23, 1831 - Beautilul
spring-like weather. The holiday trade is at
its height. Santa Claus and his reindeer
are close al hand. A Christmas without
snow won't suit Muskegon people very

well.
THURS., DEC. 24, 1891- Our
Christmas sleighing has baen unavoidably

delayed on account of the weather,

The rugged men employed during
the Iumbering heydays had [ittle
entartainment while cutting timber, When
they had a free waekand with a pocket full
of pay, the area saloons were their main
attraction for socializing. Becauss saloons
flourished during the lumbering era, a
young enireprenaur saw this as a business
advantage and opened his own saloon and
bottling company on Western Avenuo.

Charles J. Dresen was born Janiany
17, 1863 in Milwaukee, Wisconsin, Both of
his parents came from Germany. His father
died when he was young, making him the
head of the household. He moved his
mother, 3 brothars and 4 sistars o
Muskegon aboul 1883, as this is the year
the City Directories list him for the first
time. Dresen eventually built a housa at
325 Southemn Avenue (now 675 Southern
Avenue at the cormer of Seaway.) He did
all the work himself.

Charles began employment in 1883
at Beidler Manufacturing Company. By
1885-86, he worked for Rodgers & LeBoeuf
Sawmill. In 1887-1890, ha was a lsborer at
Muskegon Valley Furniture Company,
boarding at 325 Scuthern Avenue, Tha
Directory years o 1891-92 indicate he
lived at 325 Southern Avenue. Charlie’s
brothar, Faul, is listed ag & malirmaster at
Muskegon Brewing Company.

In 1893, Charles J. Dresen had gone
into business for himsell undar the nama
"DRESEN & HOOS.” He and his business
pertner George J. Hoos had a saloon at
247 W. Western Avenue, By 1B97-08, the
saloon was listed at 251 W. Western
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
