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MHA OFFICE TRANSFER COMPLETED

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We made the move as plannad and opened the office on Tuesday, September 7. in the refurbished lobby of the
Lakeview Hotal, As was mentioned before there were and still are a number of small details to be completed but we are
visible on Wastern Avenue. In time maost all the minar waork items will be completed but for now only those that will
secure the building in preparation for the approaching winter will get done.

The bricklayers were in and really moved during their four day stay. Not only was the work completed at the back of
the building but also the new brick base for the windaws in the front of the Hathaway Building was finished, Now if we
can find time the framing should be done and glass installed - but with so many projects demanding equal time it
appears that we will have to exist with the front area of the Hathaway Building boarded up until Spring.

One section of the roof has been repaired and should suffice for the winter months. Al least we shouldn't have to
shovel snow out of the second floor reoms this winter. There is plastic sheeting covering the windows and with some
repairs and a little additional glass, working conditions inside the Hathaway Bullding this winter will be much better
than last. Work continues in preparation for the foundation for the steam engine. A full-size layout of the mounting
base has been constructed and will be used to position the bolts to anchor the engine.

Far these many manths we have been calling the structure at the corner of Sixth and Westem - the Lakeview Hotel,
which it was but after it had spent a number of years as the Park Hotal. Mr. Lawrence Carlson (Carlson Store - Seventh
& Clay) stopped by ane day and he promptly informed me that we were in the Park Hotal. Mr. Carlson researched his
axtensive collection of photos and found an excellent print taken in 191 2 of the Park Hotel and the Hathaway Building.
He then donated a copy of the photo 1o MHA (see abovel.

In 1912 the Park Hotel lobby was in the center section of the building, the Park Buffet in the west portion and Tux-
bury Drug Store in the sast portion - our present office space. Two of the Westarn Avenue electric light fixtures are in
the picture as well as one open-top auto. Awnings are very prominant all across the front of both buildings.

So how are the other projects going? YWell, the paving brick sidewalk at the Firebarn is almost done with finishing
touches like grass sead and such come Spring. The paint has been removed from the display case and the caseis in the
Firabarn for the winter. In the spring the glass will be cleaned and installed and the case will be ready.

Whan down in our arza of Westarn Avenue, please notice the trees along the south side of the street. We doubt if the
hoard fence will be in place before snow flies but if we can cement the vertical 4 x 4's in position before the ground
freezes, the fence can be completed during any 2-day break in the weather. More updates in the next issue.
